NBDA is the oldest and largest consumer advocacy organization serving
minority Deaf and Hard of Hearing people in the United States.

In 1981, a group of concerned Deaf and Hard of Hearing individuals came
together to discuss the lack of opportunities available to African Americans.
A desire to see Black Deaf Americans aspire to greatness through equal
access to education and information was the principle of which NBDA was
founded. It was evident that Black Deaf Americans were underrepresented
in leadership and policy decision-making activities affecting their lives.
